Hel Week Replaces
Hell Week In LXA

Initiation Program

Sometimes the passing of time
incorporates the passing of tradi-
tions in a fraternity chapter. One
major tradition that all fraterni-
ties have strongly maintained over
the past years is that of a “hell
week” for pledges.

This week of hell endured by the
pledges of a chapter has in many
instances harmed the morale and
the spirit of a pledge class. In ad-
dition to psychic harm, there may
also be actual physical harm to
the -pledge. Becauss--of - the many
serious . consequences of a ‘hell
week,” Chi chapter has revised the
“hell week” program.

The pledge’s long feared hell
week has been all but abolished at
Chi. Instead of being called “hell
week,” the name of “help week”
has been adopted. There are no
more long hours of slave labor
with intermittent periods of haz-
ing, but rather the pledge spends
his time engaged in constructive
work for the chapter and review-
ing his pedagogus. The pledge is
ordered to study hard during the
day so that he may complete his
obligations of pledge work in the
evenings.

On some occasions during the
evening, the pledge may be in-
structed on the principles of Lamb-
da Chi Alpha which should be
known at this time.
