Broken Cabinets Gone,
Kitchen Gets Face-lift

Out went the old and in came

the new kitchen for Chi Zeta.

Gone are the broken, cabinets,
tempermental freezers and hang
ing pipes. In their place stain
less steel counters, all new re
frigeration units and a new floor
and ceiling. This new kitchen
didn't just appear. It took time
and money.

The $25,000 needed for the re
novation was obtained by taking
out a iy2%, seven-year mort
gage. The work was done over
the Christmas holidays under
the supervision of the Leeway
Construction Co. of Decatur.

Of the $25,000, $21,000 was
used for electrical and plumbing
improvements, d i s h w a s h-
ers, sinks, counter tops and a
cook's table. The remainder,
