The actual building project was officially kicked off by the
recent ground breaking ceremony. Brother Bill Stallman,
X579, President of the Alumni Board, turned the first spade-
full of dirt for the summer long construction. The next step—
the demolition of the old Annex — is scheduled for late May.

The need for a new facility at Chi Zeta has been quite
evident for some time. Although the old Annex served well for
many years, the 60 year-old frame structure had reached the
end of its acceptable lifetime, as evidenced by the University’s
refusal to approve it any longer for student housing. The final
plans for the replacement project were chosen after careful
consideration of all reasonable alternatives, with particular at-
tention having been given to required financing. The decision
to proceed with an addition to the present structure reflects
the desire to provide unity under a single roof, a sound struc-
ture for Chi Zeta to grow in, in the years to come, and a desire
to maintain the many memories and traditions made at 209 E.
